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ALL SOULS
Reflection on John 6:37-40

The feast known as All Souls’ Day,
or The Commemoration of All the
Faithful Departed, falls on Sunday
this year, providing us with a beautiful
opportunity to remember and celebrate
our loved ones who have followed Christ
through death and Resurrection, and
recall that one of the key foundations of
our Catholic intellectual tradition is the
continuity of persons and communities.

In Flannery O’Connor’s short story,
Revelation, Ruby Turpin envisioned “a
vast horde of souls rumbling toward
heaven.” The author of Hebrews saw a
“cloud of witnesses.” However we may
envision them, all of these great souls
we remember and celebrate today are
a part of us, and we of them. Today
and every day, faith reaches across the
precipice that now stands between us
and them.

SAINT MARTIN DE PORRES
Saint of the Day: November 3
Patron Saint of African Americans and Social Justice

Martin de Porres was the son of a freed woman of Panama and a Spanish grandee
of Lima, Peru. His parents never married each other. After the birth of a sister, the
father abandoned the family. Martin was reared in poverty, locked into a low level
of Lima's society.

When Martin de Porres was 12, his mother apprenticed him to a barber-surgeon.
After a few years in this medical apostolate, Martin de Porres applied to the
Dominicans to be a “lay helper,” not feeling himself worthy to be a religious brother.
After nine years, the example of his prayer and penance, charity and humility led
the community to request him to make full religious profession. Many of his nights
were spent in prayer and penitential practices; his days were filled with nursing the
sick and caring for the poor.

It was particularly impressive that he treated all people regardless of their color,
race, or status. He was instrumental in founding an orphanage, took care of slaves
brought from Africa, and managed the daily alms of the priory with practicality, as
well as generosity.

Martin's life reflected God's extraordinary gifts: ecstasies that lifted him into the
air, light filling the room where he prayed, bilocation, miraculous knowledge,
instantaneous cures, and a remarkable rapport with animals.

Martin became a formidable fundraiser, obtaining thousands of dollars for dowries
for poor girls so that they could marry or enter a convent.

Many of his fellow religious took Martin as their spiritual director, but he continued
to call himself a “poor slave.” He was a good friend of another Dominican saint of

Peru, Rose of Lima.

SAN MARTIN DE PORRES

Santo del dia: 3 de noviembre
Santo patrén de los afroamericanos y la justicia social

Martin de Porres era hijo de una mujer liberta de Panama y de un noble esparol de
Lima, Perl. Sus padres nunca se casaron. Tras el nacimiento de una hermana, el padre
abandond a la familia. Martin se crié en la pobreza, confinado en los estratos méas bajos
de la sociedad limefia.

Cuando Martin de Porres tenia 12 afios, su madre lo puso como aprendiz de un barbero-
cirujano. Después de unos afios en este apostolado médico, Martin de Porres solicité a
los dominicos ser “ayudante laico,” ya que no se sentia digno de ser hermano religioso.
Después de nueve afios, el ejemplo de su oracién y penitencia, caridad y humildad,
llevé a la comunidad a pedirle que hiciera la profesién religiosa completa. Pasaba
muchas de sus noches en oracién y practicas penitenciales; sus dias los dedicaba a
cuidar a los enfermos y a atender a los pobres.

Era especialmente impresionante que tratara a todas las personas sin importar su color,
raza o estatus. Desempefié un papel fundamental en la fundacién de un orfanato,
cuidé de los esclavos traidos de Africa y gestioné las limosnas diarias del priorato con
practicidad y generosidad.

La vida de Martin reflejaba los extraordinarios dones de Dios: éxtasis que lo elevaban
en el aire, luz que llenaba la habitaciéon donde rezaba, bilocacién, conocimiento
milagroso, curaciones instantaneas y una notable relacion con los animales.

Martin se convirtié en un formidable recaudador de fondos, obteniendo miles de délares
para dotas de chicas pobres para que pudieran casarse o ingresar en un convento.
Muchos de sus compafieros religiosos tomaron a Martin como su director espiritual,
pero él siguié llamandose a si mismo “pobre esclavo.” Era buen amigo de otra santa

dominica del Perl, Rosa de Lima.
