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JESUS SAVES
Reflection on Luke 23:35-43

The liturgical year comes to an end
this weekend with this Solemnity of Our
Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe.
The end of the year points toward
the end of time, when all creation
culminates where it originated: in
Christ. This is when what we ask for in
the Lord’s Prayer is given for all eternity
— when His Kingdom comes, in all its
fullness; when God’s will is done, in all
its completeness.

One of the hardest truths for us to
accept is that we cannot save ourselves.
The world constantly tells us to “take
care of yourself,” to “look out for
number one.” In the kingdoms of this
world, we are led to believe that we can
and must save ourselves.

But as Christians we always come
back to the belief that nobody saves
themselves. Even Jesus, when hanging
on the cross, is taunted to “save
yourself.” It is through His death and
Resurrection, that is in refusing to save
Himself, that Jesus saves us, saves us
all, and comes into the fullness of His
Kingdom, where He “remembers us.”

SAINT ANDREW DUNG-LAC AND COMPANIONS
Saint of the Day: November 24
Patron Saints of Vietnam

Andrew Dung-Lac, a Catholic convert ordained to the priesthood, was one of 117
people martyred in Vietnam between 1820 and 1862. Members of the companions
group gave their lives for Christ in the 17th, 18th, and 19th centuries, and received
beatification. All were canonized during the papacy of Saint John Paul II.

Severe persecutions were launched at least three times in the 19th century. During
the six decades after 1820, between 100,000 and 300,000 Catholics were killed
or subjected to great hardship. Foreign missionaries martyred in the first wave
included priests of the Paris Mission Society, and Spanish Dominican priests and
tertiaries.

In 1832, Emperor Minh-Mang banned all foreign missionaries, and tried to make
all Vietnamese deny their faith by trampling on a crucifix. Like the priest-holes in
Ireland during English persecution, many hiding places were offered in homes of
the faithful.

Persecution broke out again in 1847, when the emperor suspected foreign
missionaries and Vietnamese Christians of sympathizing with a rebellion led by of
one of his sons. The last of the martyrs were 17 laypersons, one of them a 9-year-
old, executed in 1862.

In 1964, there were still 833,000 Catholics in the north, but many were in prison.
In the south, Catholics were enjoying the first decade of religious freedom in
centuries, their numbers swelled by refugees.

During the Vietnamese war, Catholics again suffered in the north, and again
moved to the south in great numbers. Now reunited, the entire country is under
Communist rule.

SAN ANDRES DUNG-LAC Y COMPANEROS
Santo del dia: 24 de noviembre
Santos patronos de Vietnam

Andrew Dung-Lac, un catdlico converso ordenado sacerdote, fue una de las 117
personas martirizadas en Vietnam entre 1820 y 1862. Los miembros del grupo
de companeros dieron su vida por Cristo en los siglos XVII, XVIIl y XIX, y fueron
beatificados. Todos fueron canonizados durante el papado de San Juan Pablo II.

En el siglo XIX se lanzaron severas persecuciones al menos en tres ocasiones.
Durante las seis décadas posteriores a 1820, entre 100 000 y 300 000 catélicos
fueron asesinados o sometidos a grandes penurias. Entre los misioneros extranjeros
martirizados en la primera oleada se encontraban sacerdotes de la Sociedad
Misionera de Paris y sacerdotes y terciarios dominicos espafoles.

En 1832, el emperador Minh-Mang prohibié a todos los misioneros extranjeros e
intenté que todos los vietnamitas renegaran de su fe pisoteando un crucifijo. Al
igual que los escondites para sacerdotes en Irlanda durante la persecucién inglesa,
se ofrecieron muchos refugios en las casas de los fieles.

La persecuciéon se reanudd en 1847, cuando el emperador sospechd que los
misioneros extranjeros y los cristianos vietnamitas simpatizaban con una rebelién
liderada por uno de sus hijos. Los Ultimos martires fueron 17 laicos, uno de ellos
de 9 afios, ejecutados en 1862.

En 1964, todavia habia 833 000 catdlicos en el norte, pero muchos estaban
en prision. En el sur, los catélicos disfrutaban de la primera década de libertad
religiosa en siglos, y su nimero aumentd gracias a los refugiados.

Durante la guerra de Vietnam, los catdlicos volvieron a sufrir en el norte y se
trasladaron de nuevo al sur en gran nimero. Ahora reunificado, todo el pais esta

bajo el dominio comunista.
