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3RD SUNDAY OF ADVENT
A message of hope resounds through
the readings for this Third Sunday of
Advent. lsaiah’s word of hope came
nearly three millennium ago to people
suffering the turmoil and indignity of
invasion by the Assyrians: Fear not! You
will see the glory and splendor of the
Lord who will come to save you! James
encourages his community with yet
more words of hope: Be patient! Do not
loose heart! The Lord’s coming will be
soon!
And the message of hope comes to
us in the response of Jesus to John's
questions from a Galilean jail. John, who
proclaimed the coming wrath of God
and pointed to the One coming who
is stronger than he, now sits in Herod's
prison awaiting death because he spoke
truth to power. Is John questioning his
life's work? Perhaps, to a degree, but
his question to Jesus: “Are you the
One,” sets up the response of Jesus,
a hope-filled message describing what
His ministry will look like: the blind see,
cripples walk, lepers are cured, the deaf
hear, the dead are raised to life, and the
poor have the Good News preached to
them. Echoing the dream and vision of
Isaiah and all the prophets, the Kingdom
of God comes to rule our hearts and
the world. We who are privileged to be
least in God's Kingdom continue this
mission and message of hope.

ST. JOHN OF THE CROSS
Saint of the Day: December 14
Patron Saint of Mystics

John is a saint because his life was a heroic effort to live up to his name: “of the
Cross.” The folly of the cross came to full realization in time. “Whoever wishes to
come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me” (Mark 8:34b) is
the story of John's life. The Paschal Mystery — through death to life — strongly marks
John as reformer, mystic-poet, and theologian-priest.

Ordained a Carmelite priest in 1567 at age 25, John met Teresa of Avila and like
her, vowed himself to the primitive Rule of the Carmelites. As partner with Teresa
and in his own right, John engaged in the work of reform, and came to experience
the price of reform: increasing opposition, misunderstanding, persecution,
imprisonment. He came to know the cross acutely — to experience the dying of
Jesus — as he sat month after month in his dark, damp, narrow cell with only his
God.

Yet, the paradox! In this dying of imprisonment John came to life, uttering poetry.
In the darkness of the dungeon, John's spirit came into the Light. There are many
mystics, many poets; John is unique as mystic-poet, expressing in his prison-cross
the ecstasy of mystical union with God in the Spiritual Canticle.

But as agony leads to ecstasy, so John had his Ascent to Mt. Carmel, as he named
itin his prose masterpiece. As man-Christian-Carmelite, he experienced in himself
this purifying ascent; as spiritual director, he sensed it in others; as psychologist-
theologian, he described and analyzed it in his prose writings. His prose works are
outstanding in underscoring the cost of discipleship, the path of union with God:
rigorous discipline, abandonment, purification.

Y el mensaje de esperanza nos llega en
la respuesta de JesUs a las preguntas
de Juan desde una cércel de Galilea.
Juan, que proclamé la ira venidera de
Dios y sefalé al que vendria, mas fuerte
que él, ahora esta sentado en la prision
de Herodes esperando la muerte por
haber dicho la verdad al poder. ;Esta
Juan cuestionando la obra de su vida?
Quizés, hasta cierto punto, pero su
pregunta a Jesus: “;Eres ti el que ha
de venir?”, da lugar a la respuesta de
Jesus, un mensaje lleno de esperanza
que describe cémo serd su ministerio:
los ciegos veran, los cojos andaran,
los leprosos seran curados, los sordos
oirén, los muertos resucitardn y a los
pobres se les predicara la buena nueva.
Haciéndose eco del suefo y la visién de
Isafas y de todos los profetas, el Reino
de Dios viene a gobernar nuestros
corazones y el mundo. Nosotros, que
tenemos el privilegio de ser los dltimos
en el Reino de Dios, continuamos esta
misioén y este mensaje de esperanza.

SAN JUAN DE LA CRUZ

Santo del dia: 14 de diciembre

Santo patrén de los misticos

Juan es santo porque su vida fue un esfuerzo heroico por estar a la altura de su
nombre: “de la Cruz". La locura de la cruz se hizo plenamente realidad con el
tiempo. “El que quiera venir en pos de mi, niéguese a si mismo, tome su cruz y
sigame” (Marcos 8:34b) es la historia de la vida de Juan. El Misterio Pascual - de
la muerte a la vida — marca profundamente a Juan como reformador, poeta mistico
y sacerdote tedlogo.

Ordenado sacerdote carmelita en 1567 a la edad de 25 afios, Juan conocié a
Teresa de Avila y, como ella, se consagré a la Regla primitiva de los Carmelitas.
Como compafiero de Teresa y por derecho propio, Juan se dedicé a la labor de
la reforma y llegd a experimentar el precio de la misma: creciente oposicion,
incomprension, persecucion, encarcelamiento. Llegé a conocer profundamente la
cruz — a experimentar la muerte de Jeslis — mientras permanecia mes tras mes en
su celda oscura, himeda y estrecha, solo con su Dios.

iPero qué paradoja! En esta agonia del encarcelamiento, Juan cobré vida y recitd
poesia. En la oscuridad de la mazmorra, el espiritu de Juan alcanzé la Luz. Hay
muchos misticos, muchos poetas; Juan es Unico como mistico-poeta, expresando
en su cruz carcelaria el éxtasis de la unién mistica con Dios en el Cantar Espiritual.

Pero asi como la agonia conduce al éxtasis, Juan tuvo su Ascensién al Monte
Carmelo, como él mismo lo llamé en su obra maestra en prosa. Como hombre,
cristiano y carmelita, experimentd en si mismo este ascenso purificador; como
director espiritual, lo percibié en otros; como psicélogo y tedlogo, lo describié y
analizé en sus escritos en prosa. Sus obras en prosa destacan por subrayar el costo
del discipulado, el camino de la unién con Dios: disciplina rigurosa, abandono,
purificacion.
