ST. ANTHONY OF EGYPT

Saint of the Day: January 17
Patron Saint of Butchers, Gravediggers, Skin Diseases

The life of Saint Anthony of Egypt will remind many people of Saint Francis of
Assisi. At 20, Anthony was so moved by the Gospel message, “Go, sell what you
have, and give to [the] poor” (Mark 10:21b), that he actually did just that with his
large inheritance. He is different from Francis in that most of Anthony’s life was
spent in solitude.

He saw the world completely covered with snares, and gave the Church and the
world the witness of solitary asceticism, great personal mortification and prayer.
But no saint is antisocial, and Anthony drew many people to himself for spiritual
healing and guidance.

At 54, Saint Anthony of Egypt responded to many requests and founded a sort
of monastery of scattered cells. Again, like Francis, he had great fear of “stately
buildings and well-laden tables.”

At 60, he hoped to be a martyr in the renewed Roman persecution of 311, fearlessly
exposing himself to danger while giving moral and material support to those in
prison. At 88, he was fighting the Arian heresy, that massive trauma from which it
took the Church centuries to recover. “The mule kicking over the altar” denied the
divinity of Christ.

Anthony is associated in art with a T-shaped cross, a pig and a book. The pig and
the cross are symbols of his valiant warfare with the devil—the cross his constant
means of power over evil spirits, the pig a symbol of the devil himself. The book
recalls his preference for “the book of nature” over the printed word. Anthony died
in solitude at age 105.

SAN ANTONIO DE EGIPTO
Santo del dia: 17 de enero
Patrén de los carniceros, sepultureros y enfermos de piel

La vida de San Antonio de Egipto recordaréd a muchos a San Francisco de Asis. A
los 20 afos, Antonio se sintié tan conmovido por el mensaje del Evangelio “Ve,
vende lo que tienes y daselo a los pobres” (Marcos 10:21b), que hizo precisamente
eso con su gran herencia. Se diferencia de Francisco en que Antonio pasé la mayor
parte de su vida en soledad.

Vefa el mundo completamente cubierto de trampas y dio a la Iglesia y al mundo el
testimonio de la ascética solitaria, la gran mortificacion personal y la oracién. Pero
ningln santo es antisocial, y Antonio atrajo a muchas personas hacia si mismo en
busca de sanacién espiritual y orientacion.

A los 54 afos, San Antonio de Egipto respondié a muchas peticiones y fundé una
especie de monasterio de celdas dispersas. Una vez mas, al igual que Francisco,
tenia un gran temor a “los edificios majestuosos y las mesas bien cargadas”.

A los 60 afos, esperaba ser martir en la renovada persecucién romana de 311,
exponiéndose sin miedo al peligro mientras daba apoyo moral y material a los
que estaban en prision. A los 88 afos, luchaba contra la herejia arriana, ese trauma
masivo del que la Iglesia tardé siglos en recuperarse. “La mula que pateaba el
altar” negaba la divinidad de Cristo.

En el arte, Antonio se asocia con una cruz en forma de T, un cerdo y un libro. El
cerdo y la cruz son simbolos de su valiente lucha contra el diablo: la cruz es su
medio constante de poder sobre los espiritus malignos, y el cerdo es un simbolo
del mismo diablo. El libro recuerda su preferencia por “el libro de la naturaleza”
sobre la palabra impresa. Antonio murié en soledad a los 105 afios.
