GOD CALLS US
Reflection on John 1:29-34

The Christmas season has come to an
end and we enter now this brief portion
of Ordinary Time that unfolds before
the Lent/Easter season is upon us. In
Ordinary Time, we pay attention to the
mission and ministry of Jesus in order
to discover how each of us are called to
be Christ’s body in our time and place.

The prophet Isaiah tells us that we
have been chosen and commissioned
by God, “who formed me as his servant
from the womb.” And we recall how
John the Baptist, featured in today’s
Gospel, leapt in his mother, Elizabeth’s
womb at the visitation of Mary,
responding joyfully to the nearness of
his cousin and our Lord, Jesus. Just as
John was uniquely equipped by God
for the mission he was given in life,
so too are each of us equipped for
our work, a process of formation and
empowerment that began as we were
formed in the wombs of our mothers,
and indeed, has been part of God's
design and plan for us even before time
existed. Can you imagine yourself to be
uniquely equipped, divinely fashioned,
Spirit-driven for the work to which God
calls you?

SAINT FRANCIS DE SALES

Saint of the Day: January 24
Patron Saint of Authors, Deafness, Journalists and Writers

Saint Francis de Sales was destined by his father to be a lawyer. For this reason,
Francis was sent to Padua to study law. After receiving his doctorate, he returned
home and, in due time, told his parents he wished to enter the priesthood.

His father strongly opposed Francis in this, and only after much patient
persuasiveness on the part of the gentle Francis, did his father finally consent.
Francis was ordained and elected provost of the Diocese of Geneva, then a center
for the Calvinists. Saint Francis de Sales set out to convert them, especially in the
district of Chablais. By preaching and distributing the little pamphlets he wrote to
explain true Catholic doctrine, he had remarkable success.

At 35, he became bishop of Geneva. While administering his diocese he continued
to preach, hear Confessions, and catechize the children. His gentle character was
a great asset in winning souls. He practiced his own axiom, “A spoonful of honey
attracts more flies than a barrelful of vinegar.”

Besides his two well-known books, Introduction to the Devout Life and Treatise on
the Love of God, he wrote many pamphlets and carried on a vast correspondence.
For his writings, he has been named patron of the Catholic Press. His writings, filled
with his characteristic gentle spirit, are addressed to lay people. He wants to make
them understand that they too are called to be saints.

In spite of his busy and comparatively short life, he had time to collaborate with
another saint, Jane Frances de Chantal, in the work of establishing the Sisters of
the Visitation. These women were to practice the virtues exemplified in Mary’s visit
to Elizabeth: humility, piety, and mutual charity. They at first engaged to a limited
degree in works of mercy for the poor and the sick. Today, while some communities

conduct schools, others live a strictly contemplative life.

SAN FRANCISCO DE SALES
Santo del dia: 24 de enero
Santo patrén de los autores, los sordos, los periodistas y los escritores

San Francisco de Sales estaba destinado por su padre a ser abogado. Por esta
razén, Francisco fue enviado a Padua para estudiar derecho. Después de obtener su
doctorado, regresé a casa y, a su debido tiempo, les dijo a sus padres que deseaba
ingresar al sacerdocio.

Su padre se opuso firmemente a ello, y solo después de mucha persuasién por parte
del gentil Francisco, su padre finalmente accedié. Francisco fue ordenado y elegido
preboste de la didcesis de Ginebra, entonces centro de los calvinistas. San Francisco
de Sales se propuso convertirlos, especialmente en el distrito de Chablais. Predicando
y distribuyendo los pequefios folletos que escribia para explicar la verdadera doctrina
catélica, tuvo un éxito notable.

Alos 35 afios, se convirtié en obispo de Ginebra. Mientras administraba su didcesis,
continué predicando, escuchando confesiones y catequizando a los nifios. Su caracter
apacible fue una gran ventaja para ganar almas. Practicaba su propio axioma: “Una
cucharada de miel atrae méas moscas que un barril de vinagre.”

Ademas de sus dos conocidos libros, Introduccion a la vida devota y Tratado del
amor de Dios, escribié numerosos folletos y mantuvo una extensa correspondencia.
Por sus escritos, ha sido nombrado patrén de la prensa catdlica. Sus escritos, llenos
de su caracteristico espiritu amable, estan dirigidos a los laicos. Quiere hacerles
comprender que ellos también estan llamados a ser santos.

A pesar de su ajetreada y relativamente corta vida, tuvo tiempo de colaborar con otra
santa, Juana Francisca de Chantal, en la fundacién de las Hermanas de la Visitacion.
Estas mujeres debian practicar las virtudes ejemplificadas en la visita de Maria a Isabel:
humildad, piedad y caridad mutua. Al principio se dedicaron de forma limitada a
obras de misericordia con los pobres y los enfermos. Hoy en dia, mientras que algunas
comunidades dirigen escuelas, otras llevan una vida estrictamente contemplativa.
